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	“There is no Ebola in the Congo”: Tracking Social Media Narratives in the DRC Following the 17th Ebola Outbreak
Insecurity Insight has released a social media monitoring brief analysing public narratives surrounding security incidents affecting humanitarian workers and organisations in the DRC. The brief covers the period from 19 January to 9 April 2026, examining how discussions of attacks on aid workers, facilities, and assets unfolded across public social media platforms
Key findings:
· Two arson attacks on Ebola response facilities - at Rwampara (21 May) and Mongbwalu (22–23 May) - resulted in the flight of confirmed and suspected Ebola patients into the community and generated significant social media coverage. Coverage by posts was largely factual; comment sections revealed denial narratives, at least one direct threat to burn further health facilities, and endorsement of unsafe burial practices.
· A new narrative cluster unique to this period links the outbreak to the Trump administration's travel ban and DRC's participation in the FIFA World Cup, connecting epidemic denial to mainstream popular sentiment.
· Corruption and funding-diversion narratives remain the most structurally embedded harmful narrative, reinforced by the public disclosure that the INRB receives no operational state funding.
· The primary risk remains a trust and acceptance risk, but the facility attacks indicate this trust deficit is now translating into physical obstruction of the response.

3,000 Attacks on Ukraine’s Health Care System Since February 2022 
Insecurity Insight has documented 3,000 attacks on Ukraine’s health facilities, health workers and infrastructure since the start of Russia’s full-scale invasion on 24 February 2022 to 25 April 2026, averaging nearly two attacks per day. 
· Hospitals and clinics have been damaged or destroyed 1570 times

· 111 attacks on services provided for women during pregnancy, childbirth and the postnatal period 
· 138 attacks on services that provide health care to children
· 269 attacks that impacted a hospital’s access to energy or water supply systems
· 32 occasions where a health facility was repurposed for nonmedical use, such as military bases and weapons storage facilities

28 April 2026: In Baraka town, Fizi territory, South Kivu province, a nurse was shot and seriously wounded by unidentified armed men in her home. Source: La Prunelle 

02 May 2026: In Malaki neighbourhood, Oicha town, Beni territory, North Kivu province, a health centre was looted by unidentified perpetrators, stealing equipment and belongings. Source: Radio Okapi

Nigeria
04 May 2026: In Enugu state, a student nurse was arrested by the Nigerian police force after posting a video exposing poor conditions at the Uwani General Hospital. She was held at the Force Criminal Investigation Department (FCID) and made to respond to allegations compiled by her former school administrator. Source: Sahara Reporters 

07 May 2026: In Nkpor town, Idemili North LGA, Anambra state, a doctor was abducted by unidentified men dressed in security agencies’ uniforms at the Crown Multi-Specialist Hospital in the evening. He was released in Awka three days later. Source: Premium Times 

South Sudan
29 April 2026: In Yusif Batil Camp, Maban county, Upper Nile state, a health centre was attacked by armed men. Source: OCHA, Humanitarian Access Snapshot

07 May 2026: Near Safdar village, Tank district, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa district, three government rescue health workers of Rescue 1122 were abducted by unidentified armed men at gunpoint at a roadside checkpoint they had erected. Their vehicle was also taken. Sources: 24News, and Dawn

29 April 2026: In Odesa city, raion and oblast, the District Hospital was hit by Russian drone strikes. The admissions department was destroyed while the therapeutic, cardiology and surgical departments and the ultrasound, X-ray and other rooms were heavily damaged. Patients were transferred to other departments. Sources: Dominican Republic Post and Pravda

28 April 2026: In Konotop city, urban hromada and raion, Sumy oblast, a hospital was damaged in a Russian drone strike. Sources: Factage Ukraine, Main Department of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine in Sumy Region, NV I, NV II, Tribune and Ukrainian News

01 May 2026: In Kherson city, urban hromada, raion, and oblast, a nurse was injured during Russian forces' shelling. Sources: DSNews, Grivna and National Police of Ukraine

02 May 2026: In Bohodukhiv city and raion, Kharkiv oblast, an ambulance was damaged in a Russian drone strike on the area while returning to its base. Source: Suspilne 

03 May 2026: In Kherson oblast, an ambulance that arrived to treat injured people, after a car carrying employees of a local enterprise was hit by a drone at around 0550hrs, was hit by a sequential drone strike by Russian forces. The ambulance was damaged, but the medics were not injured. Source: Intent

04 May 2026: In Mykolaivka urban hromada, Kramatorsk raion, Donetsk oblast, a hospital was damaged by Russian shelling. Source: 6262

04-05 May 2026: In Poltava oblast, two emergency workers were killed in a sequential drone strike by Russian forces after an initial strike hit a gas extraction facility overnight. Source: Mirage News 

07 May 2026: In Kherson city, urban hromada, raion, and oblast, a pharmacy was damaged when Russian forces conducted an unidentified combination of air, drone, and artillery strikes on the area. Source: Kherson Online 

10 May 2026: In Bilozerka town, Kherson raion and oblast, the facade of a hospital was damaged when Russian forces dropped explosives from a drone on the territory of the facility. Source: Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine

28 April 2026: In Mjadel Zoun municipality, Tyre district, South governorate, three paramedics from the Lebanese Civil Defence were killed in an Israeli sequential airstrike while carrying out a rescue and first aid mission after a building had earlier been hit by an Israeli airstrike. The sequential strike also killed two other people and injured two Lebanese army soldiers. Sources: An-Nahar and Quds News Network

05-06 May 2026: In Kfardounine municipality, Nabatieh governorate, an emergency worker was killed and three others were injured in an Israeli strike overnight. Another emergency worker was injured by a sequential strike while responding. Source: UN News   

06 May 2026: In Deir Qifa town, Tyre district, South governorate, three Islamic Health Authority paramedics were injured after being hit by an Israeli airstrike. Sources: Megaphone News, Shorouk News and Quds News Network 
	 
07 May 2026: In Toul municipality, Nabatieh district and governorate, an ambulance belonging to the Islamic Health Authority was struck by a sequential strike, injuring two rescuers, while heading to the vicinity of Sheikh Ragheb Harb Hospital, which had just been hit. 08 May 2026: Between Rashaya town and Kfarshouba town, Nabatieh governorate, a road was hit by an Israeli airstrike, killing a paramedic from the Islamic Health Authority. Sources: Al Jazeera, 20 Minutes and Megaphone News

08 May 2026: In Toul municipality, Nabatieh district, Nabatieh governorate, the vicinity of Ragheb Harb Hospital was hit by an Israeli airstrike, injuring four paramedics. Source: Megaphone News

09 May 2026: In Tebnine municipality, Bint Jbeil district, Nabatieh governorate, a bulldozer in the vicinity of Tebnine Hospital was hit by an Israeli drone. Sources: Quds News Network and Quds News Network II

10 May 2026: In Tebnine municipality, Bint Jbeil district, Nabatieh governorate, a paramedic was killed and two others were injured in an Israeli airstrike. Source: Quds News Network

11 May 2026: In Srifa municipality, Tyre district, a health clinic was hit by Israeli airstrikes, killing a paramedic and injuring five other paramedics while they were carrying out their humanitarian mission. Sources: El Nashra, Middle East Eye and UN News

12 May 2026: In Mayfadoun, Nabatieh district and governorate, two Lebanese Civil Defence paramedics were killed by a sequential Israeli drone strike whilst responding to a man who was killed after an Israeli drone hit his rickshaw near the Civil Defence centre. Sources: CBC, Middle East Eye and Quds News Network

Occupied Palestinian territory 

	Since the 08 April 2026 Iran ceasefire, Israeli forces have reportedly increased attacks that directly affected health facilities and access to care across Gaza. In total, Insecurity Insight identified seven incidents of violence against or obstruction of health in the 16 days between 08 and 24 April 2026, compared to four incidents in the previous 16-day period (23 March-07 April). Reported incidents include Israeli drone strikes and artillery shelling near hospitals, restricting safe access to medical care, as well as gunfire directed at a UN-run health centre. Fuel restrictions and ongoing Israeli military operations also pushed critical services closer to collapse: on 11 April, a hospital was forced to shut down one of its main generators due to fuel shortages, leaving vital departments dependent on lower-capacity backup generators operating only for limited hours. Syrian Arab Republic
29 April 2026: Near Al-Shoklaita village, Homs province, a Shiite doctor was reported missing when his car was found abandoned as he was returning from Om Al-Amad village, with no trace of him. He was allegedly abducted by an unidentified perpetrator. Source: SOHR

Yemen
01 April 2026: In Washhah district, Hajjah governorate, Huqah outpatient clinic funded and supplied by Action Against Hunger (ACF) was destroyed by a U.S.-led airstrike overnight. ACF set up a temporary tent to provide basic treatment, including for cholera symptoms, for the 14,000 people the clinic previously served, but much of ACF’s work in the area was compromised. Mexico 
05 May 2026: In Marquelia city, Guerrero state, a doctor, who also owned the facility, was shot and killed inside the private La Familia Clinic by unidentified armed individuals at around 0830hrs. Sources: Info Bae and NMas

08 May 2026: In Iztapalapa district, Mexico City, two security guards at a clinic were shot multiple times by armed men at night. One was killed and another was injured. Four people were then arrested; two were suspected of the attack and two allegedly assisted their escape. Source: Puente 

12 May 2026: In Santiago Ixcuintla town and municipality, Nayarit state, an ambulance outside of the IMSS General Hospital was intercepted by unidentified perpetrators. The driver and the patient were kidnapped while the ambulance was left behind. Source: Pacific Mail

Haiti
10 May 2026: In Cité Soleil and Croix-des-Bouquets, West department, a security guard at an MSF hospital was injured by gunfire during armed clashes involving multiple unidentified armed groups. More than 40 people with gunshot wounds were treated there and over 800 displaced people sought refuge around the hospital. Médecins Sans Frontières suspended operations and evacuated its hospital following the violence. Source: MSF
